She grew ups in Springdale, 

Pennsylvania, where she witnessed first-hand 

the beauty and genius of nature juxtaposed 

with the ecological devastation caused by 

industrialization.  Carson’s widely recognized 

talent as a writer,  combined with her deep 

knowledge of the natural world, made her a 

potent advocate for the use of the 

precaution when working with biological 

systems. In 1962 her best-selling book, Silent 

Spring, awoke the environmental 

consciousness of America with poignant 

words of caution in the face of rapidly 

advancing scientific progress.
